What is a low-dose CT scan?

A low-dose CT scan is an X-ray with a very
low dose of radiation. Images taken by the
scan are combined to provide a detailed
picture of your lungs.

What you need to know.

Like all screening tests, there are pros and
cons to consider. With low-dose CT scans,
there is a chance of a“false alarm”. This
means results look like cancer but
are not and may lead to more tests.

If you are at high risk, it is important
to get screened. If you smoke, the best
thing you can do is quit.
